Bidders must submit twelve (12) paper copies, and twelve (12) DVD copiers labeled “Replacement Pages” containing the replacement page files.  Submission of replacement pages shall be mailed or delivered to the address listed in Section 1.4.3 of the RFP.

The Bidder is responsible for ensuring that the most recently updated version of all required documents has been submitted.  Updated versions released after the initial bid release date have been posted at http://otda.ny.gov/contracts/2014/CSCE/
Failure to include the most recently updated versions of all documents will delay award of the resultant contract, and may render the bid non-responsive and result in the disqualification of the bid.
